• Cost to participate is a $20 non-refundable fee. The Registration & Release Form can 

be found on the Friends website.  Early registration is strongly encouraged.  Day-of-event 
registration is accepted on a space available basis.   

• The show is judged and cash prizes awarded for Best in Show ($125), First ($100), Second 
($75), Third ($50), 2 Honorable Mentions ($25), and a Visitor’s Choice ($25).
